*When scoring the Reading Comprehension and Written Expression dimension, the holistic score (4, 3, 2, 1, 0) is determined, based on which
score point best describes that response. That holistic score is multiplied by 4. This means that if a student receives a 2 for Reading
Comprehension and Written Expression, the student will receive a score of 8 for this dimension. This score is then added to the Conventions
score to provide the total score for the RST and the LAT.

The reading dimension is not scored for elicited narrative stories.
Per the Louisiana Student Standards, narrative elements in grades 3-5 may include establishing a situation; organizing a logical event sequence; describing scenes,

objects, or people; developing characters’ personalities; and using dialogue as appropriate.

The elements of organization to be assessed are expressed in the grade-level standards W1-W3.
