The purpose of the Video Library User Guide is to support educators 
in using the instructional and feedback videos recently added to the 
Video Library. These videos can aid effective collaboration sessions 
with teachers and evaluators in order to improve instruction and 
evaluation practices.  
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Purpose of the Video Library 

•The Video Library is an online tool that brings the Compass rubric 
and the Common Core State Standards to life by showing examples 
of both instruction and feedback conversations. 

 

•The library will support educators in gaining a clear understanding 
of the rigorous instructional shifts required for implementation of 
the Common Core State Standards and Compass, and of the quality 
of feedback conversations needed to improve practice.  

 

 

•The library will be expanded throughout the 2013-14 school year to 
include videos of specific Common Core instructional strategies, 
teacher and principal collaboration sessions and case studies of 
how to plan for instruction.

Suggested Uses for Videos 
 

Users can use the instructional videos to: 
 

•Better understand the instructional shifts required by the Common 
Core State Standards and Compass rubrics 

 

•Develop areas of need, as identified by evaluator, within the 
Compass rubric 

 

•View exemplars for common core focused instruction 
 

Users can use the feedback videos to: 
 

•Improve the quality of feedback provided to school leaders and 
teachers in a district and build capacity amongst district supervisors 
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Video Library Features 

•Grade and subject-level filtering allows teachers to find videos aligned to 
the content they teach 

 

•Compass component alignment and performance ratings allow teachers 
to find videos to support the feedback they’ve received from observers. 

 

•Video Notes, compiled by LDOE instructional and educational experts, 
highlight alignment to Compass and Common Core standards. 

 

•Instructional Video Library resources are available on all browsers, in and 
out of the classroom, allowing viewers to use at their own discretion.  
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Mrs. Davis, a 6th grade ELA teacher, has just received her first observation of the school year. She 
received an Effective Emerging rating overall, scoring Effective Emerging in all components of the 
Compass Teaching Rubric except for 3c: Engaging student in learning, where she scored Effective 
Proficient. The following examples will demonstrate how Mrs. Boudreaux and her evaluator would 
use the Instructional Video Library to strengthen her instructional practices.

Search for Videos 
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Mrs. Davis would like to view videos that are relevant to her content area. Therefore, she would type 
“ELA” in the Search box to only search those videos that pertain to the subject she teaches. She could 
then could then continue her search by selecting “6th Grade” to pull only those videos from her grade 
level.

Use the Library to Improve Practice 
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Mrs. Davis‘s evaluator would like provide her with examples of effective instructional practices for 
engaging students in high-level discussions. Therefore, he would filter the search criteria in the 
“Compass Components” section by “Questioning” and a list of all videos that were rated for 
Questioning would appear. He would then select those videos that were rated Effective Proficient or 
Highly Effective for Questioning for exemplars on this type of instruction and share them with Mrs. 
Davis in her feedback conversation.
