Career and College Readiness

Jump Start Construction Scholarship Application
Please share with high school counselors.

The Louisiana Construction Education Foundation, Louisiana’s Community and Technical College System, and the
Louisiana Department of Education are now accepting applications for the Jump Start Construction Connect Scholars
Program. This program is the state’s first and only scholarship dedicated exclusively to Jump Start graduates who have
earned a Jump Start credential and a Louisiana high school diploma. Subsequently, these students are enrolled in an
LCTCS Construction Pathway Program or Associated Builders and Contractors (ABC) training program the summer or fall
immediately following graduation. This scholarship will assist graduates in gaining the necessary training to earn industry
employment in construction crafts fields aligned to four and five-star jobs that may lead to management positions.

Up to forty one-time scholarships will be awarded to eligible students. Applications are due April 19, 2024.

Academic Content
2023-2024 Seal of Biliteracy Orders
Please share with data coordinators, school counselors, and school leaders.

Since the approval of RS 17:273.4 in 2014, Louisiana students may earn the State Seal of Biliteracy by demonstrating
literacy in English and another language. School systems should submit the Diploma and Seal order form for the
2023-2024 graduates along with the Seals of Biliteracy Request Document.

All diploma and seal requests must be submitted through the electronic form. The deadline to submit orders is February 2.
Only one form should be completed for each school system. The LDOE will cover the costs for the initial order and
distribution request that are received by the due date.

High schools with at least five percent of their graduating class earning the Seal of Biliteracy will be recognized at the
June BESE meeting.

Diverse Learners
Spring Occupational Therapy Collaborative

This spring the Louisiana Occupational Therapy Association and the LDOE will partner to host a meeting in Baton Rouge
for Lead Occupational and Physical Therapists working in Louisiana schools. The meeting will be held at the Claiborne
Building (1201 N Third St. Baton Rouge ) in the Thomas Jefferson Room on March 13 from 8 a.m. - 4 p.m.
The meeting will provide a chance for lead therapists to collaborate on implementation of Medicaid claiming and allow
discussion of school health services relative to OT and PT practice in schools. One occupational therapist and one
physical therapist from each school district is invited to register for this meeting. The deadline to register is February 29.

The Louisiana Department of Education is expanding the Aspiring Principal Fellowship (APF) for the 2024-2025 school
year. APF cohort participants will meet throughout the year to explore best practices with regional experts, participate in
school visits, and reflect on leadership practices. Participants will exit this fellowship with a robust leadership portfolio, the
guidance of Louisiana’s most successful principals, and a strong network of lifelong colleagues.

Applicants must hold a current EDL1 certification in Louisiana. School systems will be responsible for the cost of tuition for
presenters, materials, and travel costs. Interested candidates should complete the Aspiring Principal Fellowship
Application no later than March 8. Fellowship applicants will be notified of acceptance by March 28.
