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Federal Regulations

* § 455.410(b), the State Medicaid Agency (SMA) must require all
ordering or referring physicians or other professionals furnishing
services under the State plan or a waiver plan to be enrolled as a
participating providers.

* § 455.440, the SMA must require all claims for payment for items and
services that were ordered or referred to contain the National Provider
|dentifier (NPI) of the physician or other professional who ordered or
referred such items or services.
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OPR Requirement: School Based Services

In the context of school based services, a student’s written plan of care
serves as the authorizing documentation, however an enrolled provider
with the authority to order, prescribe or refer the specified services in
the plan of care must be identified on claims and in medical
documentation for consideration of Medicaid reimbursement.
